REPORT OF THE CHAIRMAN OF THE MARINE BIOLOGY GROUP 

In Marine Biology f i v e lectures were given, and three 
f i e l d t r i p s taken, during the year. 

The lectures were i l l u s t r a t e d by demonstration material, 
models, charts, and microscope s l i d e s . The f i r s t lecture 
dealt with the structure, l i f e - h i s t o r y and factors affect­
ing the d i s t r i b u t i o n of our common kelp (Nereocystis). The 
others were a continuation of the series begun i n the pre­
vious year, and discussed the structure, physiology and 
l i f e - h i s t o r i e s of selected examples i l l u s t r a t i n g the various 
groups included i n the Coelenterates - - Hydroids and 
Kydromedusae, True Medusae (Scyphyzoans), Sea-anemones and 
Corals. 

F i e l d t r i p s were made to Saanichton Sp i t , Oak Bay Beach 
near the Boathouse, and the Breakwater. 

At Saanichton Spit we hoped to find numerous young 
sporophytes of our common brown algae - - Nereocystis, 
A l a r i a , Laminaria, etc. Winter storms at times of low t i d e , 
however, had resulted i n young plants being torn loose and 
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destroyed, as we came to r e a l i z e how heavy the odds were 
against s u r v i v a l . We also expected to find the beautiful 
sand-dwelling sea-anemone (Herenactis), but f a i l e d to do 
so, although t h i s animal i s quite p l e n t i f u l on Island View 
Beach, not f a r distant. However, the weather was d e l i g h t f u l , 
the scenery b e a u t i f u l , our appetites were keen, we a l l deve= 
loped a good tan - - so a l l - i n - a l l we considered the day well 
spent. 

At Oak Bay Beach we secured a number of piddocks 
(Zirphaea), molluscs which bore into the blue clay. They 
are d i f f i c u l t to secure i n t a c t , but one feels that his l a ­
bour i s well repaid when a perfect specimen i s obtained. 
Efforts made to c o l l e c t these i n the previous year, when 
the tide was not low enough, had ended i n f a i l u r e . 

The Breakwater, of course, revealed i t s usual wealth of 
material. Among the scarcer finds were the Oregon t r i t o n 
(Argobueeinum oregonensis), the black abalone ( H a l i o t i s 
kamptchatkana), the beautiful carmine hermit-crab (Pagurus 
g a l l i ) , the rose-star (Crossaster papposus), the cushion-
star (Pteraster tessalatus), and a large " p r i c k l y " s t a r f i s h 
which I have not yet i d e n t i f i e d - - due to laziness. The 
weather was cold and windy, and even the most enthusiastic 
shore-hunters were glad when the r i s i n g t i d e made further 
work unprofitable.

Lingering on the way to Metchosin at Lagoon Road, two 
pairs of western bluebirds were watched with inte r e s t . 

On Saturday, June 27th, the t r i p was made to Bare Is­
land, where cormorants (two species) herons; oyster 
catchers, glaucous-winged gull s : pigeon guillemots: north­
west crows crowded each other for space to nest. See our 
September issue. 

On Saturday, 5th Sept., the group met at Sidney, A 
f u l l l i s t i n our October issue was given of the 58 varie­
t i e s seen. 

On Saturday, 3rd October, a t r i p was made to Witty's 
Lagoon, on the Metchosin Road, k few enthusiasts turned 
out for t h i s t r i p . Birds seen were c h i e f l y p i n t a i l , 
mallard and red-breasted mergansers. 

On Saturday, January 9th, our Bird Group travelled the 
sea coast from Clover Point to Cadboro Bay, particular 
attention being given to the shore birds, of which many 
were seen. In front of the Old Charming Inn at Oak Bay 
the group had the pleasure of observing 14 surf birds: 
7 Aleutian sandpipers and many black turnstones at close 
range. Our l o c a l i z e d Hudsonia curlew was also seen i n 
the same company.

HERRING PROVIDE A FEAST FOR BIRDS 
and Ornithologists  

by Theed Pearse, Comox, B. C. 

One of the events that brightens the l a t e winter, 
especially when i t drags on as t h i s year, i s the a r r i v a l 
i n the d i s t r i c t of spawning herring; not from a culinary-
point of view as the herring are not worth eating, soft 
and t h i n , but from what th e i r presence brings i n the way 
of b i r d l i f e . 

The time for a r r i v a l of the school i s uncertain; some­
times herring appear i n Comox Bay i n January but then 
seldom stay, though some s i x years ago a big school stayed 
there a l l the winter and provided food for innumerable 
gulls and other birds.. This year the school came i n but 
quickly moved out and selected the Point Holmes area for 
spawning, rather a favorite l o c a l i t y . 

I was out there the end of February and since, on 
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various occasions and the sight was t r u l y wonderful - g u l l s 
i n masses on the shore and the a i r f u l l of them, the former 
resting contentedly gorged and the l a t t e r hoping to do so. 
I t i s impossible to count birds on the wing l i k e these were, 
i n and out and crisscrossing a l l the time but, from very 
rough estimates, I f e e l convinced there were at least 
50,000 gulls present. 

In such a large number as t h i s one would expect to 
fi n d a variety of species, or, at le a s t , the occasional 
variety, but t h i s i s not the case. From Sample counts made 
nearly 90$ were adult glaucous-wings, about 3% juvenile 
(brown) of the same species and the remaining 7% represented 
the two species of herring g u l l . I t i s not easy always to 
distinguish between the l a s t two but some of the birds had 
primaries so black as to be undoubtedly the true herring 
g u l l and not Thayer's g u l l ; again some of the l a t t e r are 
of such a faded out black that they are barely distinguish­
able from the glaucous-wing. 

Among such a number of large gulls one would expect to 
fi n d the odd western but I have yet to see an adult of t h i s 
species i n these flocks and during the many springs I have 
looked them over, I must have t o t a l l e d into the hundreds of 
thousands. This year there was a very dark "brown" bird 
that suggested a young western; Comox i s o f f the range of 
the western g u l l , i t i s quite a r a r i t y . 

The other g u l l present was the short b i l l but i t goes 
for the herring eggs rather than for f i s h , quite a number, 
f i v e hundred or more, were scattered about the sandy fore­
shore where the spawn had been l e f t by the t i d e . I could 
not see a single egg l e f t ; the gulls had combed the area 
very thoroughly. Of course the presence of the short b i l l 
i s dependent on there being eggs washed ashore; i t does 
not seem to have caught on to the ducks' habit of waiting, 
above the school for the eggs to f l o a t up. 

It i s not only the gull s that provide the show; there 
are the ducks and on the f i r s t time, t h i s year, these must 
have run into the thousands of which, i t would be safe to 
say that by f a r the big majority was scoters and these 
mainly surf. I t was too rough to be able to distinguish 
the birds which were, mostly, rather f a r out but nearer i n 
could be seen flocks of old squaws and American golden-eyes. 
The scoters, p a r t i c u l a r l y , seem to keep over the herring 
school, picking up the eggs that, doubtless, are extruded. 

Sometimes there w i l l be large flocks of western grebe or 



numerous Red necked, as we are to c a l l the Holboell, pre­
sumably, also, after f l o a t i n g eggs. I have not seen any 
number of these and they have been scarce a l l the winter. 
Then there are sure to be some cormorants, sometimes i n 
fl o c k s , mainly pelagic, and P a c i f i c loons which, also,have 
been below normal numbers t h i s winter. Of course with the 
two l a s t species i t i s the f i s h that i s the food. 

Quite apart from the spectacle these birds provide ' 
there must be some interesting ecological questions that 
a r i s e . For instance: why were the old squaws and golden-
eye only i n numbers on one occasion? Then there w i l l be 
numbers of P a c i f i c loons one time and scarcely any the 
next; same with other species. There must be varying 
conditions that a t t r a c t the d i f f e r e n t species, perhaps the 
depth the school i s l y i n g may be one. Of course when the 
prey' i s the f i s h the school must be' hear' the surface to be 
within reach of the g u l l s ' plunge though this'should not 
make any difference to the cormorants or loons. Here i s a 
great opportunity f o r a young b i o l o g i s t .

'THE ROUNDEST EGG'. The horned owl loves her eggs "so 
round so firm and f u l l y packed." These came from a nest of 
stic k s f i f t y feet up i n a tree. 

'THE SHINIEST EGG'. The woodpeckers have these. They 
hide them away i n holes, so i t doesn't matter i f the eggs 
are shiny! 

'THE DARKEST EGG'. These loon eggs are mud-coloured. 
They have a few speckles on them and are d i r t y looking but 
the loon loves them anyway.
