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I t i s now f i v e years since the f i r s t nest of the mourn­
ing dove was found on Vancouver I s l a n d . To be exact, the 
nest was discovered near Mount Douglas on J u l y 16th, 1953, 
by Mr. George A. Hardy. Three years l a t e r another was found 
by Mr. and Mrs. G. J . Jackson i n t h e i r garden on Cedar H i l l 
Cross Road. In n e i t h e r case d i d the doves succeed i n r a i s ­
ing any young i n the nests found. Crows were presumed to be 
r e s p o n s i b l e . 

On J u l y 25th of t h i s year Mr. Doug. Wood came across a 
mourning dove's nest on the ground near the road to Butch-
a r t ' s Garden. By August 1st the two eggs were pipped, and 
by the 8th the young were w e l l grown. His f i n a l o bservation 
was on August 12th at which time the b i r d s were f u l l y f e a t h ­
ered and apparently ready to leave the nest. One of the 
young was much l a r g e r than the other. 

Mr. Wood s t a t e s that at t h i s time mourning doves can be 
seen i n small f l o c k s of s i x to ten b i r d s on the I s l a n d View 
Beach Road, on the Downey Road, Deep Cove area, and occasion­
a l l y on the f i e l d s near Dieppe Road. 

So i t i s evident that s e v e r a l p a i r s have been success­
f u l w i t h t h e i r broods t h i s year. I t i s b e l i e v e d these 
mourning doves migrate i n the f a l l and r e t u r n r a t h e r l a t e 
the f o l l o w i n g s p r i n g . 

This w i l l be a new b i r d to add to our l i s t of summer 
r e s i d e n t s . I t i s i n t e r e s t i n g that c e r t a i n species are con­
t i n u a l l y extending t h e i r t e r r i t o r y , the other two i n the 
V i c t o r i a area of l a t e years being the b u s h - t i t and the house 
f i n c h .

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THE ANNUAL MEETING 

The annual, meeting of the S o c i e t y was h e l d t h i s year i n 
the c a f e t e r i a of the Douglas B u i l d i n g on May 13th, the Pre­
s i d e n t , Mr. P. M, Monckton being i n the c h a i r . 

About s e v e n t y - f i v e members attended t h i s meeting, which 
was r e a l l y more of a s o c i a l gathering than a formal meeting, 
but a c e r t a i n amount of business was transacted. 

Some d i s c u s s i o n was h e l d on the forthcoming Audubon 
Lec t u r e s , d e t a i l s of which w i l l be found i n t h i s i s s u e . 

The r e v i s e d C o n s t i t u t i o n of the S o c i e t y was adopted and 
a copy of same i s being mailed to each member. 

Mrs. Soulsby was appointed as our r e p r e s e n t a t i v e to 
t a l k over the matter of the F e d e r a t i o n of N a t u r a l i s t s w i t h 
the Vancouver N a t u r a l H i s t o r y S o c i e t y , and to endeavour to 
have some a c t i o n taken at an e a r l y date. 

REPORT OF THE GEOLOGY GROUP 
1957 - 1958 

by A. H. Marrion 
There was no group chairman during the past year. The 

f o l l o w i n g a c t i v i t i e s however were c a r r i e d out. 
Sept.21st: The w r i t e r l e d a group of twenty members to 

the end of the Saanich peninsula along Lands End Road. An 
o u t l i n e of the h i s t o r y of the l o c a l shales was given i n the 
d i n i n g h a l l of the B a p t i s t Camp 'Sylvan Acres'. This was 
f o l l o w e d by an examination of the c u t t i n g s along the road­
way. I n t e r e s t g r a d u a l l y grew as f o s s i l s were found. Dr. 
Hayes l a t e r obtained i d e n t i f i c a t i o n of one type of f o s s i l , 
the e x t i n c t Inoceramus, two species of which have been r e ­
ported from the Nanaimo formation (I.vancouverensis and 
I. sagensis) of Upper Cretaceous age. A very pleasant a f ­
ternoon was f i n i s h e d at the seashore home of Mr.& Mrs. 
Sherman, who k i n d l y s u p p l i e d afternoon t e a . 

March 18th: A t a l k on f o s s i l areas of south Vancouver 
I s l a n d was given by the w r i t e r , who l i s t e d d i f f e r e n t f o r ­
mations, t h e i r ages, and the f o s s i l s which have been found 
and i d e n t i f i e d by v a r i o u s c o l l e c t o r s . Twenty-one members 
attended. At the request of members, a synopsis of the 
t a l k w i l l be submitted to the magazine. 

February 10th: The V i c t o r i a Lapidary Club k i n d l y ex­
tended an i n v i t a t i o n to our members to hear a l e c t u r e by 
Dr. S. S. Holland of the Mines Dept. which was given i n 
the Board Room of the C i t y H a l l . The speaker explained 

the d i f f e r e n c e s between jade and other c l o s e l y a l l i e d r o c k s , 
such as n e p h r i t e , and the sources from which s u p p l i e s are 
obtained. Many Indian a r t i f a c t s are composed of n e p h r i t e , 
boulders of which have been found i n the Fraser R i v e r V a l ­
l e y . 
A p r i l 15th: Dr. A. 0. Hayes gave a very i n t e r e s t i n g t a l k 
e n t i t l e d 'Volcanoes'. T h e i r o r i g i n and composition- l a v a , 
ashes, e t c . - were d e a l t w i t h . Maps showed l i n e s of weak­
ness of the earth's c r u s t , such as along the west coast of 
North America marked by a l i n e of volcanoes i n c l u d i n g Baker, 
R a i n i e r , Adams, S t . Helens, Lassen and Shasta i n the United 
States p o r t i o n . I l l u s t r a t i v e p i c t u r e s rounded out the t a l k , 
enjoyed by a good s i z e d audience. 

1957 REPORT OF BOTANY FIELD TRIPS 
by M. C. Melburn. 

The Botany Group made f i v e f i e l d t r i p s during the 1957 
season. These were as f o l l o w s : -

A p r i l 27 - Mt. Douglas 
May 11 - T h e t i s Lake Park 
June 8 - George P r i n g l e Memorial Camp (Shawnigan 
J u l y 20 - Goldstream Park. Lake) 
August 17 - John Dean Park. 
The average attendance on these t r i p s was 27, the l a r g ­

est number t u r n i n g out f o r the a l l - d a y t r i p to Shawnigan 
Lake. 

Of the 60 species observed at Mt. Douglas probably the 
best remembered would be the l i t t l e monkey flower (Mimulus 
a l s i n o i d e s ) , n e s t l e d i n the rock c r e v i c e s , red maids 
( C a l a n d r i n i a caulescens) along the upper dry paths, the 
o d d l y - f r i n g e d f r u i t of the lace-pod p l a n t (Thysanocarpus 
curvipes) and the mass of c h o c o l a t e - t i p s (Leptotaenia d i s -
secta) spread out at the base of a c l i f f near the summit. 

T h e t i s Park w i t h i t s l a r g e r area and greater v a r i e t y 
of h a b i t a t s provided us w i t h 93 s p e c i e s , ranging i n s i z e 
from the t i n y lady's mantle ( A l c h e m i l l a macrosepala) to 
the buxom balsam-root (Balsamorhiza d e l t o i d e a ) d i s p l a y i n g 
i t s numerous golden-yellow heads. A f i n e patch of bunch-
berry (Cornus canadensis) c l o s e to the water was new to 
many i n the party and much admired; but every one greeted 
v a n i l l a - l e a f (Achlys t r i p h y l l a ) , grove-lover (Nemophila 
p a r v i f l o r a ) and broom-rape (Orobanche u n i f l o r a ) l i k e the 
o l d f r i e n d s that they a r e . 

Along the s h o r e - l i n e at Shawnigan Lake we found such 
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p l a n t s as creeping spearwort (Ranunculus flammula r o p t a n s ) , 
creeping St. John's wort (Hypericum a n a g a l l o l d e s ) and b l u e -
eyed grass ( S i s y r i n c h i u m idahoense). Deep shade under the 
f i r t rees was a f a v o r i t e spot f o r pipsissewa (Chimophila 
u n b e l l a t a ) and two species of wintergreen ( P y r o l a b r a c t e a t a 
and P. secunda). Many ferns f l o u r i s h e d there too and i n 
a d d i t i o n to the commoner kinds we found the g r a c e f u l maiden­
h a i r f e r n (Adiantum pedatum) and the odd-looking moonwort or 
grape f e r n (Botrichium v i r g i n i a n u m ) . The t o t a l f o r t h i s 
t r i p was 60 s p e c i e s . 

At Goldstream three of the most conspicuous p l a n t s were 
wat e r l e a f (Hydrophyllum t e n u i p e s ) , f a l s e hellebore(Veratrum 
e s c h s c h e l t z i i ) and a n g e l i c a ( A n g e l i c a genuflexa). Brook-
lime (Veronica americana), enchanter's nightshade ( C i r c a e a 
p a c i f i c a ) ard foamflower ( T i a r e l l a t r i f o l i a t a ) were s t i l l 
making a good showing and the p a r a s i t e , dodder, (Cuscuta 
pentagona) was blooming p r o f u s e l y on nourishment derived 
from i t s v i c t i m s the a s t e r s , the silverwoods and the p l a n ­
t a i n s . Without l i s t i n g any t r e e s , our t o t a l at Goldstream 
was 81. 

August 17th i s admittedly r a t h e r l a t e i n the season to 
go hunting w i l d - f l o w e r s so on the John Dean Park t r i p we de­
cided to l i s t t r e e s and shrubs as w e l l as herbaceous p l a n t s 
and we r a t h e r s u r p r i s e d ourselves by rounding up a t o t a l of 
106 species. T r i l l i u m s , r e i n orchids (Habenaria sp=), b i r d -
foot c l o v e r (Hosackia p a r v i f l o r a ) and Deptford pink (Dian-
thus Armeria) were s t i l l i n bloom; here a l s o were found two 
p l a n t s not seen e a r l i e r i n the year, namely, Indian pipe 
(Monotropa u n i f l o r a ) and spreading dogbane (Apocynum andro-
saemifolium). Near the edge of the pond we s t u d i e d a hand­
some r e d - f r u i t e d shrub much resembling s o o p o l a l l i e (Shep-
he r d i a canadensis). I t was indeed a member of that same 
fa m i l y (Eleagnaceae) but proved to be a c u l t i v a t e d species 
(Eleagnus m u l t i f l o r a ) . John Dean had e v i d e n t l y planted i t 
there along w i t h s e v e r a l other c u l t i v a t e d species which he 
chose to introduce f o r h i s i n t e r e s t and pleasure. 

We were much indebted to Mr. George Hardy f o r an i n t e r ­
e s t i n g afternoon spent fungus hunting at T h e t i s Lake Park 
October 19th, 1957. An account of that t r i p was reported 
i n the December number of the V i c t o r i a N a t u r a l i s t . 

* * * * * * * * 
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During the winter 1957-58, three b o t a n i c a l meetings were 
h e l d , as f o l l o w s : 

Monday, November 18th, at V i c t o r i a C o l l ege B i o l o g y Lab­
oratory a d i s p l a y of l o c a l f u n g i , mosses, ferns and trees 
was presented. This meeting had a large attendance i n s p i t e 
of the inconvenient place and time (i.e.Monday) and could 
probably be repeated annually. 

Monday evening, January 20th, at V i c t o r i a C o l l e g e , was 
spent i n examination and d i s c u s s i o n of mosses. This was an 
experiment, and the chairman's co n c l u s i o n i s that l e a r n i n g 
to i d e n t i f y p l a n t s should be c a r r i e d out i n very small 
groups, meeting i n p r i v a t e homes, and not as part of the reg­
u l a r winter schedule. 

Tuesday, March 25th, at the P r o v i n c i a l Museum colour 
s l i d e s of Vancouver I s l a n d s p r i n g flowers taken by Mr. Edgar 
S t a n s f i e l d . This was a t i m e l y t o p i c i l l u s t r a t e d by e x c e l ­
l e n t p i c t u r e s . Unfortunately Mr. S t a n s f i e l d was unable to 
be present so the programme was made up from h i s s l i d e s pro­
j e c t e d by Miss E. K. Lemon, w i t h commentary by M.C.Melburn. 
At the c o n c l u s i o n a short t e s t i n flower naming was h e l d .

BIRD NOTES: 
by Alan Poynter 

There i s a small swamp on the P a t r i c i a Bay Highway, 
opposite the t u r n - o f f to I s l a n d View Beach, which i s worthy 
of a v i s i t at any time of the year. 

Checking t h i s area on the 7th of June I saw a p a i r of 
blue-winged t e a l w i t h three ducklings move s w i f t l y i n t o the 
dense b u l l r u s h e s . I f t h i s was a f a m i l y i t would be q u i t e 
unique, as t h i s duck has no n e s t i n g records on Vancouver 
I s l a n d . Two weeks l a t e r I stood f o r f i f t e e n minutes w h i l e 
a p a i r of V i r g i n i a r a i l performed t h e i r morning's preening 
only twelve f e e t away, and on the 12th of J u l y three yellow-
throat warblers w i t h t h e i r quaint w r e n - l i k e f l i g h t were 
feeding around the base of the reeds. I only mention these 
three species, as they are not common i n t h i s d i s t r i c t , but 
I have l i s t e d 35 species i n t h i s swamp. 



I t i s the f i n d i n g of a very r a r e or ' a c c i d e n t a l ' b i r d 
that keeps up the enthusiasm of many b i r d watchers. A l ­
though these cannot be accepted i n the f i e l d of science 
unless a specimen i s taken by a recognized a u t h o r i t y , we 
have the t h r i l l of seeing them ourselves. A good example 
of t h i s was a b i r d I saw on June 1st w h i l e checking the 
Sooke R i v e r . I had two good observations of t h i s shore 
b i r d and I b e l i e v e i t was a white-rumped sandpiper. I t 
was using a fresh-water h a b i t a t as explained i n Taverner's 
" B i r d s of Canada", and i t had the c a l l note and the mark­
ings i n d i c a t e d i n a l l the b i r d guides. From the records 
t h i s b i r d nests i n the A r c t i c , using the flyway through 
c e n t r a l Canada and the M i s s i s s i p i V a l l e y down to South 
America on i t s m i g r a t i o n f l i g h t s . Only two specimens have 
been taken i n B r i t i s h Columbia one at A t l i n on May 16th, 
1931 and the second at Tupper Creek on May 29th, 1938,both 
places being on the extreme north-eastern border of the 
province. 

This i s an e x c e p t i o n a l l y good f i n d from an amateur's 
poi n t of view and worthy of a personal note, but i t i s 
t h i s type of s i t u a t i o n which makes the t a k i n g of specimens 
a n e c e s s i t y , so o f t e n frowned upon by the amateur. 

I t would a l s o be a great p i t y to l e t go unmentioned 
the f u l l n u p t i a l plumage d i s p l a y of the winter sea b i r d s 
i n the V i c t o r i a area i n the s p r i n g . These b i r d s , A l e u t i a n 
sandpipers, red-backed sandpipers, b l a c k turnstones, surf 
b i r d s , the horned, eared and H o l b o e l l ' s grebe, b l a c k - b e l l i e d 
p l o v e r and the red-throated loon, are a l l w i t h us f o r sev­
e r a l weeks i n t h e i r more spectacular c o l o u r a t i o n before they 
t r a v e l n o r t h . 

At Clover P o i n t a f l o c k of fourteen mature ruddy t u r n -
stones, one p e c t o r a l sandpiper, two wandering t a t t l e r s and 
s e v e r a l dowitchers were seen on t h e i r northward m i g r a t i o n 
f l i g h t , w h i l e a snow goose i n the company of a white-frouted 
goose spent s e v e r a l weeks on the V i c t o r i a G o l f Links t h i s 
s p r i n g , a p l e a s i n g s i g h t to any bird-watcher. 
A FOUL STORY: (being an a b s t r a c t from a l e t t e r w r i t t e n by Mr. J . A. Berry) 
The nearest to a b i r d s t o r y I've heard r e c e n t l y was recoun­
ted by a l o c a l m i n i s t e r . Hope i t may be new to you. I t ' s a 
fowl \nqt f o u l ) s t o r y , and concerns a brood of chicken, ten 
hens and a c o c k e r e l . One day the farmer's w i f e s a c r i f i c e d 
the c o c k e r e l f o r the m i n i s t e r ' s dinner. The hens were be­
moaning the f a t e of t h e i r only b r o t h e r , but the mother hen 
took a more p h i l o s o p h i c a l view. "You r e a l l y shouldn't 
"eel so s o r r y f o r your brother going i n t o the m i n i s t r y " s a i d 
she. "He never would have made a good layman."

ENTOMOLOGICAL NOTES 

One of our members, Mrs. Pam F i e l d , l i v e s i n Osoyoos,and 
i s a keen n a t u r a l i s t . She i s even able to combine raspberry 
p i c k i n g w i t h entomology, as t h i s e x t r a c t from one of her 
l e t t e r s i n d i c a t e s : " I have been u s e f u l l y employed i n rasp­
berry row f o r about a week, and have not seen a s i n g l e 
mantis, but the s t i n k bugs are l e g i o n . However, I have 
found some i n t e r e s t i n g things down there; one was a grass­
hopper which i s t o t a l l y u n l i k e any other that I have seen 
round here. I t i s a d r i e d grass colour,and has a b e a u t i f u l 
ski-jump curve from the end of i t s antennae to the lower end 
of i t s body, which i s very t h i n . I t s head i s the biggest 
part of i t s body and i t has a l i t t l e spike at the other end, 
which I suppose i s i t s o v i p o s i t o r . I t i s n ' t a short-horned 
grasshopper, and d e f i n i t e l y not a c r i c k e t . I am i n posses­
s i o n of the d e s s i c a t e d corpse. 

"The other f i n d was a wolf spider - who eats bees. I 
have not been too sure u n t i l now i f i t was a wolf, spider or 
a jumping one, but now I have seen a wolf I can see the d i f ­
ference, i f you know what I mean. He - or probably she - I 
suppose, i s b l a c k w i t h a few brown spots on the upper part 
of the back (not too sure about arachnidan anatomy). Legs 
are d i s t i n c t l y b r i s t l y , but the most n o t i c e a b l e d i f f e r e n c e 
i s the way i t s l a t t e r h a l f i s hinged to the end. I t s o r t 
of l e e r s round corners, making i t s e l f i n t o a s e m i - c i r c l e , 
and moving the f e e t on the outside of the s e m i - c i r c l e w i t h 
suspicious s t e a l t h . I t can leap from t h i s p o s i t i o n , which 
I t hink i s a w f u l l y c l e v e r . The jumping spiders always back 
around to the t h i n g they have t h e i r eyes on, and keep the 
f r o n t of t h e i r head towards i t . This one had a round head 
and you could see two b i g eyes i n the middle, and what might 
be two l i t t l e ones on the edges, and two bumps round the 
corner. I am not sure that I l i k e i t , not that I have any 
a v e r s i o n to s p i d e r s , but that I disagree w i t h a d i e t of 
bees and the s l i n k y s o r t of prowling that goes on to catch 
them." 

A DIPPER'S NEST: On J u l y 4th four of us had the good f o r ­
tune to see our f i r s t dipper's nest, and to observe the 
mother i n a c t i o n , b r i n g i n g food and c a r r y i n g away droppings. 
The n e s t l i n g s welcomed the mother's a r r i v a l w i t h a chorus 
of happy notes which were e a s i l y heard above the noise of 
the running water. The nest occupied a g i r d e r niche on the 
underside of the second bridge at Cathedral Grove where i t 
was w e l l placed f o r s a f e t y d i r e c t l y above 'the middle of the 
stream. M.C.M. 
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BIRD GROUP MEETINGS 

by J . 0. Clay 

On the 28th of June s i x t e e n members drove to East Sooke 
to v i s i t the home of Mr. & Mrs. H.S. Benson at Becher Bay, 
where, i n the l a r g e loghouse, there was q u i t e a c o l l e c t i o n 
of mounted l o c a l b i r d s on d i s p l a y . The group made a round 
of the property, i n c l u d i n g the h i l l s i d e above, w h i l e some 
members rowed across to Wolfe I s l a n d , a part of the Benson 
property. Seventeen species were i d e n t i f i e d , one of them 
being conceded by s e v e r a l of the p a r t y to be a Hutton's 
v i r e o . 

On Saturday, J u l y 5th, 25 members and f r i e n d s met at 
Deep Cove wharf and proceeded to P o r t l a n d I s l a n d (now P r i n ­
cess Margaret Island) north-east of Sidney. This i s l a n d 
of 547 a c r e s , i t s s i z e being approximately 1% m i l e s by 1 
m i l e , has now been acquired by the P r o v i n c i a l Government 
fo r use as a p u b l i c park. 

Landing i n the northern cove s h e l t e r e d by Chad I s l a n d , 
we made our way through the woods to the o l d residence. 
This stands i n a farm c l e a r i n g extending n e a r l y the length 
of the i s l a n d . At the south-west end of the c l e a r i n g 
there i s a s h e l t e r e d sandy beach backed by a house, orchard 
and a l a r g e barn. The o l d farm has been a sheep pasture 
f o r years, the stock ranging f r e e l y through the surrounding 
woodlands. In our short v i s i t of two hours no l a r g e timber 
was noted. Animal l i f e , besides one l a r g e mink, c o n s i s t e d 
of the f o l l o w i n g b i r d s : ( o f f s h o r e ) glaucous-winged g u l l s , 
Boneparte g u l l s , white-winged s c o t e r , g u i l l e m o t , h a r l e q u i n 
and marbled murrelet; (on the i s l a n d ) towhee, russet-backed 
thrush, r e d - t a i l e d hawk, barn swallow, v i o l e t - g r e e n swallow, 
western f l y c a t c h e r , r o b i n , b a l d eagle, white-crowned spar­
row, song sparrow, chipping sparrow, s i s k i n , rufous humm­
i n g b i r d , junco, heron, winter wren, crow, g o l d f i n c h and 
chickadees. 

A t r i p was then made to Bare I s l a n d , where the w e l l -
known n a t u r a l i s t A. G. Lawrence from Winnipeg took the op­
p o r t u n i t y of photographing double-crested cormorants from 
one of s e v e r a l b l i n d s constructed by J e r r y Van Tets. Mean­
w h i l e the group s c a t t e r e d along the eastern s h o r e l i n e 
l o o k i n g f o r g u i l l e m o t f l e d g l i n g s i n t h e i r v a r i o u s crannies 
and f o r the vacated nests of the black oyster catcher. Mr. 
Van Tets informed us that the n e s t i n g cormorants had i n ­
creased considerably of l a t e years, there now being ap­
proximately 140 nests of the double-crested and 400 of the 
B a i r d cormorant, w h i l e there were at l e a s t 1000 p a i r s of 
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glaucous-winged g u l l s n e s t i n g on the i s l a n d . The only r e s i ­
dent small b i r d was the song sparrow. 

VANCOUVER NATURAL HISTORY SOCIETY'S SUMMER CAMP

In J u l y t h i s year the above s o c i e t y h e l d i t s Annual Camp 
at Cozens Bay, Kalamalka Lake, Vernon, w i t h f i f t y people i n ­
c l u d i n g nine c h i l d r e n being present. 

Thunder, l i g h t n i n g and r a i n came to us the day we were 
s e t t l i n g i n , but from then on sunshine and heat gave us am­
p l e opportunity to explore the country f o r b i r d s , beasts and 
f l o w e r s . Dr. B r i n k was i n charge and gave us marvellous 
l e a d e r s h i p . Mrs. B r i n k and the l a d i e s ' committee gave us 
a l l odd jobs, and the cook was out of t h i s w o r ld. E x c e l l e n t 
food! 

The North Okanagan N a t u r a l i s t s S o c i e t y from Vernon 
c a l l e d on us and attended the campfire one evening. Dr.Ross 
one of t h e i r members, i n charge of the Forest Laboratory at 
Vernon, planned an afternoon's v i s i t f o r us to cover the 
l a b o r a t o r y and see s l i d e s of the work being done f o r our 
f o r e s t s . Mr. A r n e t t of Kamloops l i n k e d us up w i t h that t h r i 
v i n g c i t y (where as yet there i s no s o c i e t y ) by speaking to 
us one evening of h i s experiences i n Ontario and of the Fed­
e r a t i o n of N a t u r a l i s t s i n that Province. 

Mrs. Stewart Bradley was i n charge of the b i r d t r i p s and 
a great many of the species recorded by Mr, Clay during our 
Okanagan t r i p t h i s s p r i n g , were a l s o seen at t h i s summer 
camp. In a d d i t i o n black terns were seen on Swan Lake, long-
b i l l e d curlews near a lake on the Kamloops road, and Clarkefe 
nutcracker near the campsite. 

One day a s i x t y m i l e d r i v e was taken to Summerland Ex­
perimental S t a t i o n . This proved very rewarding. 

The t r i p to S i l v e r Star Mountain, height 6200 f e e t , to 
the summit of which the Government has b u i l t a road, was a 
h i g h l i g h t of the camp, and the sub-alpine meadows were beau­
t i f u l w i t h mauve fleabane, s c a r l e t Indian p a i n t b r u s h , white 
v a l e r i a n and some yellow columbine. The small white rhodo­
dendron bush was i n blossom, and Englemann spruce were be­
ginning to come i n c l u s t e r s a f t e r having been burned over 
some short w h i l e ago. We went i n t o the f i r e ranger's tower, 
thus g e t t i n g away from numerous and f i e r c e mosquitoes f o r a 
w h i l e . A high wind, thunder and l i g h t n i n g and a b i t of r a i n 
d i d n ' t stop any of us from saying t h a t , as we d i d of the 
whole week of camp, i t was a very wonderful experience. We 
hope more V i c t o r i a Society members w i l l go to t h e i r camp 
next summer. 
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A STORY OF A STELLER JAY

The r a i s i n g i n c a p t i v i t y of a hardy b i r d l i k e the blue 

jay would not be worth mentioning unless some observations 
were o f f e r e d on the c h a r a c t e r i s t i c s and behavior of the 
b i r d . Our pet j a y , a S t e l l e r ' s , came to us w h i l e we were 
l i v i n g i n C a l i f o r n i a , where the species i s very common. 
Some boys found him on the ground, and an u n l o v e l y and 

h e l p l e s s f l e d g l i n g he was. While we b e l i e v e that caging 
of w i l d b i r d s i s u s u a l l y a mistake, h i s chances of sur­
v i v a l appeared so s l i m that we decided to take him i n . 
Feeding was no problem. He was b l e s s e d w i t h a voracious 
and u n d i s c r i m i n a t i n g a p p e t i t e , and t h r i v e d on ground horse-
meat and i n f a n t food. When h a l f grown he would s i t q u i e t l y 
on h i s perch a f t e r a good afternoon meal and amuse us w i t h 
low, t h r o a t y h a l f - m u s i c a l chuckles. At t h i s stage he was 
q u i t e d o c i l e and t r u s t i n g - q u a l i t i e s which, u n f o r t u n a t e l y 
from our v i e w p o i n t , he l a t e r l o s t . 

An i n t e r e s t e d neighbor b u i l t an outside cage which was 
hung from a t r e e i n the garden, and i n t h i s our b i r d grew 
to m a t u r i t y - a s t r i k i n g creature as f a r as appearance 
went. However, he g r a d u a l l y became wary and s u s p i c i o u s . 
He would t o l e r a t e us w i t h an a i r of "Let's have the grub 
and c l e a r out", but strangers made him very uneasy. One 
day a neighbor lady s u r p r i s e d us by remarking, " I t h i n k I 
heard that scamp of a b i r d w h i s t l e . " Sure enough,whistle 
he could, a c l e a r f l u t e - l i k e note, and a welcome v a r i a ­
t i o n from h i s usual screeches and squawks. But he proved 
capable of f u r t h e r mimicry, and took to i m i t a t i n g the 
b a t t l e c r i e s of f i g h t i n g cats so f a i t h f u l l y as to bewilder 
the dog, whose d e l i g h t i t was to disperse such d i s t u r b e r s 
of the peace. 

The j a y by now was something of a l o c a l c e l e b r i t y . 
However, h i s attempts to bark l i k e a dog f e l l s h o r t . He 
p r a c t i s e d o f f and on, but h i s v o c a l machinery was unsuited 
to the job. A l s o , volume was l a c k i n g . When he was about 
a year o l d the time came to b i d our j a y goodbye, as we 
were moving to Vancouver I s l a n d . To t u r n him loose, inex­
perienced as he was i n s e l f - p r e s e r v a t i o n was unthinkable. 
However, a good home f o r him was found i n a neighboring 
small town, and we heard that he had s u c c e s s f u l l y added 
to h i s r e p e r t o i r e the c a c k l i n g of a hen. 

That ja y was a roughneck. I don't b e l i e v e that beneath 
those b e a u t i f u l f e a t h e r s there was a spark of a f f e c t i o n 
f o r , or t r u s t i n , anyone. He was out f o r h i m s e l f , and i t 
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would be no l i b e l to say that i f he didn't rob b i r d s ' nests 
and become a nuisance at feeding t a b l e s i t was simply be­
cause he never had the chance. Yet we l i k e d the scoundrel 
- l i k e d him f o r h i s beauty, h i s a l e r t n e s s , h i s "something 
doing every minute" h a b i t , h i s unexpected and amusing powers 
of mimicry, and we saw him go w i t h something that came c l o s e 
to genuine r e g r e t . 

On the subject of b l u e j a y s , - should any reader by chance 
not have read "A B l u e j a y Yarn" i n Chapters two and three of 
Mark Twain's "A Tramp Abroad", l e t him t u r n to i t sometime. 
Bird-minded or not, h e ' l l f i n d i t a " k i c k " .

BIRDING IN THE OKANAGAN VALLEY 
by J.O. Clay et a l 

Seven b i r d e n t h u s i a s t s , a l l members of the V i c t o r i a 
N a t u r a l H i s t o r y S o c i e t y , spent ten days i n May e x p l o r i n g 
the southern end of the Canadian Okanagan. As had been ex­
pected, the orchard lands of the v a l l e y were i n an obvious 
c o n d i t i o n of d e p l e t i o n i n b i r d l i f e , caused no doubt by the 
continuous spraying and d u s t i n g of f r u i t t r e e s i n summer. In 
the orchard lands we v i s i t e d i t appeared that the species 
l e a s t a f f e c t e d by the spraying were the n o n - f o l i a g e nesters 
such as house sparrows, k i n g b i r d s and b l a c k b i r d s . Conspicu­
ous by t h e i r absence i n the orchards were the t r e e - n e s t i n g 
warblers and v i r e o s . In the open v a l l e y , meadowlarks and 
mourning doves were common. In the openly treed pasture-
lands f l i c k e r s , r o b i n s , chipping sparrows and brewer black­
b i r d s were most common. In the n a t u r a l brushy oases of the 
dry sage brush areas near water were found a welcome and 
c h a r a c t e r i s t i c medley of r o b i n s , song sparrows, war b l e r s , 
v i r e o s , c a t b i r d s and hummingbirds. In the marshland and 
open water were geese, m a l l a r d , coot, blue-winged t e a l , 
Barrow's goldeneye, ruddy ducks and three v a r i e t i e s of black 
b i r d s . On the s p a r s e l y treed mountain pastures were found a 
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e number of many of the above mentioned b i r d s . 

On the road to M e r r i t t the eaves of a l a r g e barn s h e l ­
tered 48 nests of c l i f f swallows,while s e v e r a l of the road 
c u t t i n g s through sand c l i f f s were r i d d l e d w i t h the n e s t i n g 
holes of the bank swallows. Where we stayed the night at a 
motel by the s i d e of a lake on the way to M e r r i t t there were 
hundreds of t r e e swallows, and i n an o l d l o g barn there a 
b l a c k b i r d had i t s nest concealed i n a set of o l d harness. In 
the a d j o i n i n g creek were scores of large Kamloops t r o u t near 
l y stranded by the dry weather as they ascended to spawn. 
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(We were able to n o t i f y the owner of the predicament of 
these handsome f i s h ) . 

In the dry Okanagan sage brush we had a good view of a 
r a t t l e s n a k e , a bullsnake and many blue r a c e r s . The mammals 
seen were chipmunks, s q u i r r e l s , y e l l o w - b e l l i e d marmots, 
deer and one coyote. 

In the Okanagan v a l l e y 105 species of b i r d s were seen, 
i n c l u d i n g w i l l o w thrush, red-eyed v i r e o , l o n g - t a i l e d chat, 
cowbirds, r e d s t a r t , c a l l i o p e hummingbird, say's phoebe, 
l a z u l i bunting, white-throated s w i f t , Wilson phalarope, 
l a r k , B a i r d and Brewer's sparrows and a p a i r of calaveras 
w a r b l e r s . At one l a k e , high i n the c a t t l e range country, 
we saw one only bobolink, a b i r d which r e a l l y belongs to 
the e ast. Apparently b i r d populations are always s h i f t ­
i n g , a species common one year may be scarce the next. We 
covered t h i s area l a s t year at the same dates, but we only 
saw one eastern k i n g b i r d then w h i l e t h i s year they were 
almost as common as the western k i n g b i r d . The B u l l o c k 
o r i o l e were more numerous t h i s year. Mountain b l u e b i r d s 
were reasonably numerous i n the v a l l e y s but western blue­
b i r d s were only n o t i c e d once and then w e l l up A n a r c h i s t 
mountain. Barrow's goldeneye ducks were ne s t i n g i n most 
of the l a k e s , w h i l e yellowheaded b l a c k b i r d s , a l l e g e d l y a 
common spe c i e s , were only seen twice. 

BIRD-BOMBING 
In the e a r l y evening of August 11th three observers 

watched a female sparrow hawk, high on a TV a e r i a l , being 
subjected to a l i v e l y "bombing" by a group of s i x barn 
swallows. Seconds apart, the a t t a c k s came from a l l d i r e c ­
t i o n s . Each "stoop" dropped to w i t h i n inches of the hawk's 
head, f r e q u e n t l y so cl o s e as to cause her to crouch. How­
ever, she stood her ground and a f t e r approximately twenty 
minutes the swallows t i r e d of t h e i r fun and disappeared.

JUNIOR ACTIVITIES

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During the summer months the j u n i o r branch has been more 
than a c t i v e and has not missed a meeting, i n s p i t e of the 
f o r e s t c l o s u r e . 

The f o l l o w i n g i s a b r i e f account of some of our excur­
si o n s : 

A t r i p to Sandstone Creek on the Jordan R i v e r road, was 
made f o r f o s s i l s , some of the members managing to get good 
specimens. 

Another was to Rocke Cove, East Sooke, which proved to 
be an adventure, as we had to climb a c l i f f on account of 
the r i s i n g t i d e . Here we had the idea of seeing how many 
specimens of p l a n t l i f e could be found w i t h i n a r a d i u s of 
200 f e e t . On the f i n a l t a b u l a t i o n 98 d i f f e r e n t kinds of 
p l a n t s were found. 

Whiffen S p i t was an a l l day e x p e d i t i o n . Hunting f o r 
p e t r i f i e d wood i n the sandstone beds r e s u l t e d i n some ex­
c e l l e n t specimens, i n c l u d i n g three f o s s i l i z e d cones and wood 
w i t h the bark s t i l l showing. 

While the f o r e s t c l o s u r e was on we went to Glyn Beach, 
where we hunted f o r sea cr e a t u r e s . Some e x c e l l e n t coloured 
specimens of whelk and sea s n a i l s were found. 

Another Saturday we went to I s l a n d View Beach, where we 
hunted f o r k i l l d e e r nests - u n s u c c e s s f u l l y - there were l o t s 
of b i r d s though. 

A t r i p to the west road approach of Mount Newton was 
made e a r l y i n June. In t h i s area i s one of the f i n e s t a r ­
butus tre e groves to be found anywhere. Most of them are 
growing s t r a i g h t , and not showing the usual d i s t o r t e d trunk 
formation. 

Another day we v i s i t e d the farm of James Turner, who 
operated the o l d Sayward farm. Here we saw some most i n t e r e s ­
t i n g o l d time machinery, and implements of a bygone day. 

Regarding the tre e p l o t on Capt. and Mrs. B e l l ' s proper­
t y , we have made se v e r a l t r i p s hoeing and c u t t i n g weeds. I 
am so r r y to have to re p o r t that we have l o s t about 707» on 
account of the e x c e p t i o n a l l y dry summer. I t i s planned to 
r e p l a n t those which have been l o s t as w e l l as put i n shrubs 
i n the p o r t i o n not already p l a n t e d . 

On Saturday l a s t the f i e l d t r i p was to Mount Newton to 
explore the lake i n John Dean Park f o r pond l i f e .

INTERESTING BIRD INCIDENTS 
NOTED THIS SUMMER

One day i n J u l y A l a n Poynter was v i s i t i n g the A l b e r t 

Head Lagoon hoping to see shore b i r d s , when suddenly a mag­
n i f i c e n t specimen of an adult bald eagle crashed down on a 
f l o c k of twelve m a l l a r d s . Ten f l e w away s but two were too 
hurt or dazed to climb. The eagle apparently had to p i c k 
them from the water w h i l e i n f l i g h t , so i t dived repeatedly, 
but each time the m a l l a r d dove under the shallow water. 
F o r t y times d i d the eagle come down on them, sometimes slowly, 
sometimes coming down f a s t and checking i t s e l f j u s t before 
reaching the ducks, but the m a l l a r d timed t h e i r short dives 
so e x a c t l y that f i n a l l y the eagle had to f l y away without 
i t s prey. 

Ralph Fryer reported to me that one evening i n J u l y as 
he was near h i s home on Richmond Avenue, a barn owl f l e w 
overhead heading toward Gonzales H i l l . Many years ago we 
saw one at Cadboro Bay, but they are a r a r e b i r d here. Mr. 
F r y e r a l s o reported that on J u l y 27th he counted 76 Heerman 
g u l l s at Saanichton S p i t . How many of our members have seen 
these b e a u t i f u l g u l l s , w i t h t h e i r red b i l l s and s t r i k i n g 
plumage? They a r r i v e each summer from the Gulf of C a l i f o r ­
n i a , r a r e l y going f u r t h e r north than V i c t o r i a , r e t u r n i n g 
south i n l a t e f a l l . 

A queue of people were on the Ogden Poi n t Dock one day 
w h i l e the United States warships were here i n J u l y , w a i t i n g 
to i n s p e c t the U.S.S. A i r c a r r i e r 'Bennington' , when a crow 
flew overhead cawing raucously while chasing a k i n g f i s h e r 
round the dock. Suddenly there dropped i n t o the middle of 
the queue a f i s h about ten inches long. The k i n g f i s h e r had 
given up the b a t t l e and the f i s h . (Reported by Cmdr. Harry 
Soulsby.) 

While on S a l t Spring I s l a n d on J u l y 19th we saw a l a r g e 
b i r d f l a p p i n g very i n d u s t r i o u s l y making a loud c r y i n g c a l l 
a l l the time. We couldn't make out what i t was, but s h o r t l y 
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we saw come i n t o view an osprey, soaring e f f o r t l e s s l y i n 
c i r c l e s g r a d u a l l y working i t s way toward the f l a p p i n g b i r d . 
Then only d i d we r e a l i s e i t was a young osprey, p o s s i b l y on 
i t s f i r s t f l i g h t , not daring to stop f l u t t e r i n g i t s wings i n 
case i t f e l l . Apparently, the mother b i r d was j u s t teaching 
i t to f l y . 

Cowbirds are becoming more numerous here. On June 13th 
Alan Poynter saw a couple at the Totem Pole at Beacon H i l l 
Park, and on J u l y 30th, w h i l e at Saanichton S p i t we saw a 
chipping sparrow (the smallest of the species) t r y i n g to 
feed two comparatively enormous cowbirds, both f u l l grown 
and q u i t e capable of l o o k i n g a f t e r themselves. 

On J u l y 14th Alan Poynter saw a t u f t e d p u f f i n at Clover 
P o i n t w h i l e on August 1st Mrs. Slocombe reporte d she had 
seen four of these b i r d s at t h i s p o i n t . Two p a i r c e r t a i n l y 
nested on Bare I s l a n d , and others must be n e s t i n g on some 
of the many i s l a n d s round our shores. 

On J u l y 27th we saw two dowitchers i n t h e i r handsome 
summer plumage walking over 'Lands End' green at the V i c ­
t o r i a Golf Course. They p a i d no a t t e n t i o n to us, but con­
tinued to s t r o l l down the fairway u n t i l they disappeared i n 
the d i s t a n c e . 

Mr. Poynter has a l s o reported seeing a female American 
merganser w i t h s i x young on the Sooke R i v e r , and hearing an 
American b i t t e r n on Spectacle Lake, which i s about a m i l e 
from the I s l a n d Highway j u s t past the Shawnigan Lake c u t o f f . 
This was on May 25th.

Mr. Bruce I r v i n g , a keen bird-watcher l i v i n g at Ganges, 
S a l t s p r i n g I s l a n d , r e p o r t s that a p a i r of barn swallows has 
reared two sets of young t h i s season on the Motor P r i n c e s s . 
The b i r d s constructed the usual mud nest on a beam over the 
car deck on the starboard side and c a r r i e d on the business 
of r a i s i n g young w h i l e the f e r r y made at l e a s t 7 r e t u r n t r i p s 
a day between F u l f o r d Harbour and Swartz Bay. 

In the September 1957 issue Miss M. C. Melburn reported a 
s i m i l a r barn swallow i n c i d e n t on t h i s f e r r y , the young 
being s u c c e s s f u l l y r a i s e d .
