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COVER PICTURE 

For many years throughout the winter months v a r i o u s species 
of water fowl have been w i n t e r i n g i n Beacon H i l l Park. Thous­
ands of people see them and many times the question i s asked 
"What kind of duck i s t h a t ? " I t was suggested to the Parks 
Board that an i l l u s t r a t e d b u l l e t i n board be placed near Goodacre 
Lake showing and naming the b i r d s . From them the recommendation 
went to the C i t y C o u n c i l which approved- Mr. A.R.Davidson k i n d ­
l y o f f e r e d to do the p a i n t i n g s . J u s t r e c e n t l y a s h e l t e r was 
erected and the p a i n t i n g s are now there f o r a l l to see, admire 
and use. 

The V i c t o r i a N a t u r a l i s t i s an appropriate place i n which to 
express a p p r e c i a t i o n of another of "Davie's" c o n t r i b u t i o n s to 
nature l o r e and to express p r i d e i n h i s accomplishments! Congratu­
lations! Ralph F r y e r provided the cover p i c t u r e . Thank you. 

OUR TWENTY-SECOND ANNUAL CHRISTMAS BIRD CENSUS 
A c i r c l e f i f t e e n m i l e s i n diameter, even though i t i s d i ­

vid e d i n t o twelve areas and searched by f i f t y - f o u r people, i s a 
l o t of t e r r i t o r y to cover, e s p e c i a l l y when, on t h i s occasion, 
heavy snow, s l e e t and r a i n f e l l during most of the day, and some 
of the roads became impassable. 

However, the enthusiasm of the observers overcame these d i f ­
f i c u l t i e s and the l i s t turned i n at the end of the day i s an i n ­
d i c a t i o n that the V i c t o r i a d i s t r i c t i s favoured w i t h a v a r i e t y 
of b i r d l i f e i n winter which cannot be e x c e l l e d i n t h i s country. 

The number of widgeon, m a l l a r d , p i n t a i l and green-winged t e a l 
exceeds a l l previous counts, p a r t l y due maybe to the f a c t that 
heavier snows and colder weather f u r t h e r north had forced them 
i n t o t h i s d i s t r i c t ; a l s o , no hunting was allowed t h i s year i n 
C e n t r a l Saanich where the flooded farm areas provided feed f o r 
a m u l t i t u d e of these ducks. 

The forty-one w h i s t l i n g swans were unusual. In a l l previous 
Christmas counts there i s only one record of one swan. 

The hermit thrushes too were found i n l a r g e numbers which i s 
remarkable as they are not common here. T h i r t y - f o u r were seen 
against a previous high of n i n e . 
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The s k y l a r k s were sp e c t a c u l a r . Last year's high count 
of 812 was exceeded by 157, the estimate t h i s year being 
969. Again the snow was r e s p o n s i b l e f o r most of these 
b i r d s f l o c k i n g together where feed was a v a i l a b l e . 

May I congratulate the leaders on t h e i r thorough organ­
i z a t i o n , without which a census such as t h i s would have 
been impossible.

I t i s 
w r i t t e n i n c l e a r understandable language, and those read­
ing i t w i l l l e a r n a great deal about the g e o l o g i c a l s t o r y 
of our p l a n e t . 

The w r i t e r discusses such subjects as the development 
of the earth's crust and the v a r i o u s methods of e r o s i o n ; 
the s t o r y of the r i v e r s from t h e i r i n f a n c y to o l d age and 
the r e s u l t a n t e f f e c t s on the landscape; the formation and 
d e s t r u c t i o n of mountain systems e t c . 

The concluding chapters make a survey of man's a c t i v i ­
t i e s such as land c l e a r i n g , dam b u i l d i n g , mining, and the 
e f f e c t s thereof and f i n a l l y draws a t t e n t i o n to the impor­
tance of an understanding of the earth as a source of food, 
f u e l , energy, e t c . 

P r o f . Mather i s at present w i t h the G e o l o g i c a l Museum 
at Cambridge, Mass. and gives l e c t u r e s at a number of 
U n i v e r s i t i e s i n eastern U,S. during the w i n t e r . 

The book Is published by Random House N.Y. and i s 
p r i c e d at $14.95

As an e n t h u s i a s t i c b i r d e r ^ but one only beginning, I 
should l i k e t o express my s i n c e r e a p p r e c i a t i o n of the r e ­
cent golden opportunity extended to people such as myself 
to l e a r n more about l o c a l b i r d s . I r e f e r to the f i r s t 
" B i r d R e cognition Course" h e l d during November and Decem­
ber 1965 at the U n i v e r s i t y of V i c t o r i a ' s Gordon Head 
Campus. 

The opening l e c t u r e by Murray Matheson de a l t w i t h the 
topography of a b i r d and was i l l u s t r a t e d by e x c e l l e n t 
colour s l i d e s . We were each given an indexed drawing to 
memorize. Yorke Edwards then o u t l i n e d the Course, e x p l a i n 
ing that we should f o l l o w Peterson's " F i e l d Guide to Wes­
ter n B i r d s " r i g h t through, and gave h i s f i r s t l e c t u r e on 
loons. These t a l k s , each p r o f u s e l y i l l u s t r a t e d with,pro­
j e c t e d p i c t u r e s from a u t h o r i t a t i v e books, then continued 
f o r the next four weeks. At the end of each l e c t u r e there 
was a most i n t e r e s t i n g Question and Answer p e r i o d .

DAYDREAMING 

When I t was a l l over and the c o m p i l a t i o n done I could-
not help s p e c u l a t i n g on the p o s s i b l e count of species f o r 
t h i s area. We recorded 124 on count day and seven others 
were seen during the ten day p e r i o d . Three species — 
r u f f e d grouse, blue grouse, and mountain q u a i l are d e f i n ­
i t e l y here but were not found mainly because roads i n the 
highlands were impassable. Mute swans and rock doves 
have f e r a l populations here and should be on the l i s t . 
F i n a l l y , a thorough search of c e r t a i n h a b i t a t s w i t h i n the 
count area might b r i n g i n Hutton's v i r e o , pygmy owl, gray 
jay and horned l a r k . That i s 140 species. Our r e c o r d so 
f a r has been 127. Next Year?

BIRD NOTES  
December 15, 1965 to January 15, 1966 

by Grace M. B e l l 

A PALM WARBLER was seen by many observers on December 
15th at Esquimalt Lagoon. The normal w i n t e r i n g ground i s 
i n the area of the Caribbean. I t i s o f f i c i a l l y recorded 
as a "summer v i s i t a n t to the extreme northeastern part of 
the Province" (Munro and Cowan). A GADWALL duck, i n f r e ­
quent here, was i n Panama F l a t s on December 3rd and three 
more at M a r t i n d a l e Road the same day. BLUEBIRDS high ­
l i g h t e d the day a f t e r Christmas, being viewed at B l e n k i n ­
sop Lake. ( S t a r l i n g s increase and b l u e b i r d s decrease! 
One DOWITCHER only has been reported so f a r t h i s month — 
at Oak Bay. 

The RUDDY DUCK, sometimes at Esquimalt Lagoon and 
E l k Lake, has put i n an appearance at Oak Bay, where 12 
were f i r s t noted on the 4 t h . The ORANGE-CROWNED WARBLER 
was at Cordova Bay on the 5th, while a HUMMINGBIRD sur­
p r i s e d viewers i n another part of t h i s "evergreen p l a y ­
ground," both b i r d s being long overdue i n the south. A f t e r 
the sn o w f a l l f i v e WINTER WRENS s h e l t e r e d beneath a canopy 
of shrubbery against a l o g i n F r a n c i s Park. A RUFFED 
GROUSE viewed the wintery scene from a nearby stump. Again 
i n the snowy weather SKYLARKS l e f t t h e i r usual haunts: 
twelve were at Esquimalt Lagoon and twenty on the Oak Bay 
Golf Course. There was a BARN OWL at Blenkinsop Lake on 
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the 8th and four BAND-TAILED PIGEONS the same day on Cedar 
H i l l Road. 

A MAGPIE at the corner of Lansdowne and Cadboro Bay 
Roads on the 9th was indeed an odd occurrence, even more 
so than the several reports of the TOWNSEND WARBLER dur­
ing the snowy weather. The NORTHERN SHRIKEs on the other 
hand, i s expected at t h i s time; the l a t e s t report i s of 
one seen at Sidney on the 9th. The PINE GROSBEAK i s rare 
for t h i s area, therefore i t i s g r a t i f y i n g to have noted 
seven on the 11th and 12th o f f Bedford Road. The GREAT 
HORNED OWL, to the sudden alarm of g u l l s , ducks, coots, 
etc., came into the parkland near the Oak Bay Marina on 
the 12th. A PEREGRINE FALCON on the 15th flew i n a place 
where observers have previously watched two of them -
Martindale Road. The l a s t report;-
a SHORT-EARED OWL i n Uplands Park on the 15th; and on the 
same date a pair of SPARROW HAWKS, over Lochside and the 
adjoining f i e l d s near Lohbrunner Road, supposedly i n the 
dramatics of courtship display - c i r c l i n g , performing 
tumbling acts and frequently u t t e r i n g d i s t i n c t i v e c a l l s . 

D i f f i c u l t i e s caused by the golden nematode con t r o l i n 
the flooded Martindale Road area need not r e s t r i c t the 
b i r d i n g f r a t e r n i t y from viewing many species - in c l u d i n g 
the magnificent WHISTLING SWANS. Stay on the road and 
sweep the f l a t s and h i l l s i d e s with your binoculars f o r 
skylarks, hawks, meadowlarks, goldencrowned and white-
crowned sparrows and ducks, ducks, ducks -

SAY IT WITH FLOWERS 
Have we had a hard winter? The answer i s "NO",at l e a s t 

for t h i s extreme southern t i p of Vancouver Island. Perhaps 
those of us who took part i n the B i r d Census might be i n ­
c l i n e d to give a d i f f e r e n t answer, however, at l e a s t 23 
wild plants growing along Dallas Road, Beach Drive, Cedar 
H i l l X Road and Uplands Park have been warm enough to be 
In flower as of t h i s date i . e . January 13th. They ares-
broom, gorse, groundsel, perennial daisy, dandelion, gum-
weed, sow t h i s t l e , pineapple weed, scentless mayweed, 
yarrow, s t o r k s b i l l , c r a n e s b i l l , shepherd's purse, wild 
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radish, j o i n t e d charlock, hedge mustard;, thale cress, petty 
spurge, chickweed, lamb's quarters, f i e l d woundwort, cow 
parsnip and spring gold. It i s i n t e r e s t i n g to note that 
the f i r s t 21 of these plants are the hardy descendants of 
hardy immigrants; the other two (cow parsnip and spring 
gold) are native. No doubt a l l these plants f e l t the mod­
erating influence of the nearby s a l t water. 

F i n a l l y , i t must be added that from Francis Park comes 
the report of a blue v i o l e t i n bloom found where i t was 
well protected by a l i g h t covering of dry leaves.
