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Little Gull Rare Sight 
A quartet of Victoria bird-

Watchers sighted a rare, bird 
— a little gull — Wednesday 
afternoon at Clover Point. 

The little gull — that's its 
proper name — is the 
smallest gull ever recorded in 
North America, said Ralph 
Fryer, Victoria birdwatcher 
who's been watching for 50 
years (he started when he 
was nine.) 

Clover Point is a popular 
spot for birdwatchers and 
over the years 160 different 
species of birds have been re­
corded there. 

Fryer stopped at the point 
to see what birds were there 
Wednesday and he met Mr. 
and Mrs. Victor Goodwill of 
Victoria, also members of 
Victoria Natural History Soci­
ety. 

They were later joined by 
Ron Satterfield of Victoria, 
also a member. 

Fryer describes the gull as 
a "very, very small gull." Its 
chief field mark is the very 
dark grey underwing. It is 
about 11 inches long and the 

back and upper side of its 
wings are a uniform light 
grey with no black tips to the 
wings as is usual with most 
gulls. 

The head is largely white 
with a black spot behind each 
eye. Its tail is white under­

neath and on top and the 
derside of the body is wr. 

The little gull, a European 
bird, was found nesting in  
Qshawa, Ont.. in 1962. This 
was the first known breeding  
record in'the Western Hemi­ 
sphere, 

There have been sightings 
in Southern Ontario and there 
is one authentic record of a 
male found in the Lake Atha­
basca region of Saskatchewan 
in 1962. 

But this is the first sighting 
of the bird in B.C., Fryer 
said. 

Two birdwatchers from 
Grand Rapids, Mich., hap­
pened along as the sighting 
was made and they were 
quite excited about the experi 
ence. They were Mr. and Mrs 
William Johnson. 
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FLYING FUR 
What weighs from three to f i v e ounces, 

has b e a u t i f u l b i g eyes and wears a brownish f u r 
coat as s o f t as the f i n e s t v e l v e t ? 

A r t i s t Glen Ryder and I came across the 
l i t t l e f e l l o w on the cover i n our s e a r c h f o r s m a l l 
owls• When l o o k i n g f o r these b i r d s , i t i s impor­
tant to check out every t r e e c a v i t y . T h i s i s done 
by t a k i n g a s t i c k and s c r a t c h i n g or t a p p i n g j u s t 
below the c a v i t y entrance. With any kind of l u c k 
a Screech Owl, Saw-whet Owl or F l y i n g S q u i r r e l 
w i l l poke i t s head out j u s t to see what i n blazes 
i s going on (maybe a 'coon i s t r y i n g to climb 
the t r e e ? ) . Luck, however, may not be with you, 
and your t a p p i n g could produce a swarm of r a t h e r 
i r a t e bees or y e l l o w j a c k e t s s e e k i n g revenge! 

F l y i n g S q u i r r e l s are r a t h e r s o c i a b l e an­
imals -- the one i n the photograph had three 
mates. One author r e p o r t s that as many as 50 have 
been found together i n a hollow t r e e . 

Moss nests i n branches or hollow t r e e s 
are t h e i r n a t u r a l homes. They w i l l use owl n e s t ­
i n g boxes i f p r o v i d e d . 

Most authors r e p o r t one b r e e d i n g season, 
February to March. Ges t a t i o n l a s ts days, and 
a l i t t e r may c o n t a i n from two to s i x young; usu­
a l l y the number i s three or f o u r . I t takes about 
three months f o r the babies to get t h e i r a d u l t 
f u r , a f t e r which they make one complete change 
each year. 

Food of thes e rodents cons i s ts of nuts, 
seeds and i n s e c t s . I f a s l e e p i n g b i r d or nest of 
eggs i s d i s c o v e r e d , a F l y i n g S q u i r r e l may f i n d i t 
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very hard to r e s i s t temptation. 
I t must be one of the most b e a u t i f u l 

s i g h t s of nature to see a F l y i n g S q u i r r e l g l i d ­
i n g through the a i r ( g l i d i n g , not f l y i n g l ) . A 
b e t t e r name f o r t h i s mammal might be G l i d i n g Squi­
r r e l . I t has been recorded that these animals can 
g l i d e up to 300 f e e t i f there i s the advantage of 
a downward slo p e .

B.C. FEDERATION OF NATURALISTS: 
Your Delegate's Report

A b e a u t i f u l sunny autumn day greeted kO 
n a t u r a l i s t s from a l l parts of the province at 
P a r k s v i l l e on Oct. \k f o r the annual B.C. Fede­
r a t i o n of N a t u r a l i s t s meeting. The newly-formed 
Arrowsmith N a t u r a l i s t s Club hosted the delegates 
at the I s l a n d H a l l h o t e l l o c a t e d on P a r k s v i l l e 
Bay. The meeting h a l l was so c l o s e to the beach 
that c o f f e e breaks became bird-watching breaks 
with many g u l l s , loons, grebes and shorebirds to 
add i n t e r e s t to the proceedings. 

The major part of the meeting was devoted 
to d i s c u s s i o n of c o n s e r v a t i o n issues prepared by 
the Federation's s p e c i a l committee. These are 
some of the more important i s sues presented: 

* A c a l l f o r a moratorium on l o g g i n g w i t h i n 
some of the c r i t i c a l l y v a l u a b l e parts of Vancou­
ver Island's h a b i t a t f o r e l k , and a l s o lands ad­
jacent to streams c o n t a i n i n g f i s h . 

* A s p e c i a l conservancy area to be created 
over parts of Puget Sound and the S t r a i t s of Geor­
gia with p r e s e r v a t i o n of Boundary Bay and adjacent 
wet lands. 

"• " ~ 
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* A c a l l to the f e d e r a l government to add 
lowland to the Yukon* s n e w l y - e s t a b l i s h e d Kluane 
N a t i o n a l Park w i t h the prime purpose of p r o t e c t ­
i n g v i t a l c a r i b o u and d a l l sheep h a b i t a t . The pr 
sent inadequate boundary i n c l u d e s a l a n d area 
which i s 90 per cent permanent i c e and snow. 

* A recommendation that member clubs i d e n ­
t i f y lakes of g r e a t e s t n a t u r a l h i s t o r y i n t e r e s t 
i n t h e i r areas and forward the names of these to 
the M i n i s t e r of R e c r e a t i o n and C o n s e r v a t i o n w i t h 
a request f o r c u r b i n g or c o n t r o l l i n g power boat 
use on them. 

* A recommendation that an outdoor l i t t e r 
c o n t r o l campaign be s t a r t e d i n B.C. w i t h enforce 
ment of e x i s t i n g l e g i s l a t i o n to h a l t the d e t e r ­
i o r a t i n g q u a l i t y of our landscapes. 

* Adoption of a q u i c k - k i l l t r a p and the pro 
h i b i t i o n of the l e g - h o l d t r a p be reques ted f o r 
the t r a p p i n g of mammals. 

* F u l l p r o t e c t i o n be given to the P e r e g r i n e 
F a l c o n i n B r i t i s h Columbia. 

* Compulsory r e g i s t r a t i o n of f i r e a r m s be i n 
s t i t u t e d to p r o v i d e g r e a t e r c o n t r o l and to p r e ­
vent the i n c r e a s i n g t o l l of non-game s p e c i e s of 
b i r d s and mammals. 

* L i v e s t o c k owners should be compensated fo 
l o s s e s caused by p r e d a t i o n by cougars, wolves, 
and other c a r n i v o r e s • 

* A request w i l l be made f o r a study of the 
e f f e c t s of l o g g i n g on the Gulf I s l a n d s , p a r t i c u ­
l a r l y to determine the impact of l o g g i n g on wate 
shed p r o d u c t i o n and a e s t h e t i c s . 

* The economic growth of our p r o v i n c e be 
c o n t r o l l e d to m a i n t a i n a h i g h q u a l i t y l i v i n g en­
vironment and standard of l i v i n g f o r a l l B.C. 
res i d e n t s • 

In a d d i t i o n , the V i c t o r i a N a t u r a l H i s t o r y 
S o c i e t y presented three items f o r d i s c u s s i o n , a l 
of which were passed unanimously. They were: 
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1. That the Federation undertake an exam­
i n a t i o n of F i s h and Game r e g u l a t i o n s with a view 
to p r o t e c t i o n of small non-game species of mam­
mals and b i r d s . 

2 . That the p r a c t i c e of s p r i n g hunting of 
bears be stopped. This was added to a r e s o l u t i o n 
a sking f o r a r e g u l a t i o n against s a l e of bear p e l t s 
and the r e s t r i c t i o n of bear hunting to B.C. r e s i ­
dents only. 

3 . That a l e t t e r of commendation be w r i t ­
ten to the Honourable Robert Williams, Minis t e r 
of R e c r e a t i o n and Conservation, expressing the 
F e d e r a t i o n s hope f o r greater progress i n conser­
v a t i o n matters. 

fhe long and i n t e r e s t i n g business s e s s i o n 
was topped o f f with a f i n e banquet and a speech 
by Rod Haig-Brown, the Federation's honorary pre­
s i d e n t . Dr. Haig-Brown spoke e l o q u e n t l y on the 
p l i g h t of the P a c i f i c salmon and some s o l u t i o n s 
to i t s present d e c l i n e , and a l s o d iscussed the 
Second Century Fund f o r s a v i n g endangered land¬
scapes, p l a n t communities, and unique areas of 
n a t u r a l s i g n i f i c a n c e . He urged member clubs to 
go out, i d e n t i f y , document, and submit a p p l i c a ­
t i o n s f o r areas important to our environment. 

Sunday 1s f i e l d t r i p took the delegates to 
v i s i t L i t t l e Qualicura F a l l s and Macmillan pro­
v i n c i a l park — a f i t t i n g and symbolic end to an 
important c o n s e r v a t i o n meeting.# 

OPEN EXECUTIVE MEETINGS 
At i t s October meeting, your Executive 

adopted a p o l i c y which w i l l make a l l f u t u r e Ex­
e c u t i v e meetings open to any member of the S o c i ­
ety. In making t h i s decis i o n , the Executive r e a l ­
i z e s that i t makes many d e c i s i o n s which are of 
i n t e r e s t to the general membership, and hopes the 
new p o l i c y w i l l encourage members to attend meet­
ings at which t o p i c s of i n t e r e s t to them w i l l be 
discussed. Normally members who choose to attend 
Executive meetings w i l l not p a r t i c i p a t e i n debate 
but the Executive may make exceptions to t h i s 
r u l e i n unusual circumstances.# 
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HONOURING "SKIPPER" KING 
The evening of Sept. 22 was a memorable 

one f o r those of us who p a r t i c i p a t e d i n the s u r ­
p r i s e b i r t h d a y p a r t y honouring Freeman King. The 
p a r t y , the b r a i n - c h i l d of Mr. E.D. Ward-Harris of 
the C o l o n i s t , was arranged by him with the h e l p 
of Mrs. G a i l M i t c h e l l . I t was a wide-open a f f a i r 
w i t h many d i s t i n g u i s h e d guests and many l o c a l 
groups r e p r e s e n t e d . Among those p a y i n g s p e c i a l 
t r i b u t e to Skipper were General George Pearkes, 
and Hugh Stephen, former mayor of V i c t o r i a , 

S i n c e about 1 9 5 8 we have developed a very 
s p e c i a l r e g a r d f o r Skipper. We a l l know of h i s 
o u t s t a n d i n g work i n the cause of c o n s e r v a t i o n , 
and of h i s m a g n i f i c e n t l e a d e r s h i p of the V i c t o r i a 
N a t u r a l H i s t o r y S o c i e t y J u n i o r N a t u r a l i s t s . Not 
only has he secured F r a n c i s Park f o r f u t u r e gen­
e r a t i o n s , but i t was a l s o l a r g e l y due to h i s e f ­
f o r t s that we have John Dean Park near Sidney and 
Eves Park near Duncan. 

I t was a l t o g e t h e r a happy o c c a s i o n , the 
r e s p e c t and a f f e c t i o n f o r Skipper b e i n g over­
whelmingly apparent. Well-deserved t r i b u t e s were 
a l s o p a i d to Mrs. King. C h i e f of the p r e s e n t a ­
t i o n s was a cheque f o r $5>000 made up of c o n t r i ­
butions from the community at l a r g e .

I hope many people w i l l t r a v e l t h i s new t r a i l and 
di s c o v e r more of Francis Park. The intermediates 
are working on re-opening the swamp t r a i l , which 
has been out of use f o r some time. This t r i a l o f ­
f e r s a v a r i e t y of p l a n t communities and i s a good 
prospect f o r the birdwatcher. 

On Sept. 30 a l a r g e group of j u n i o r s went 
to Matheson Lake. Some of the o l d e r group a t t e n ­
ded so were able to break down i n t o s m a l l e r groups 
E d i b l e f r u i t such as crabapple, huckleberry, s a l a l 
Oregon grape. and rose hips were learned -- and 
of course sampled. The a q u a t i c v e g e t a t i o n and a 
freshwater b i v a l v e were a l s o of i n t e r e s t . Two 
species of g a r t e r snakes were observed. 

The next Saturday the intermediates v i ¬
s i t e d Swan Lake and d i d a general survey of a 
small p o r t i o n of the area. They noted shrubs such 
as Red Osier Dogwood and Hardhapk; b i r d s i n c l u d e d 
Song Sparrow, Great Blue Heron, M a l l a r d , Red-
t a i l e d Hawk and d i f f e r e n t species of g u l l s . A 
pine-white b u t t e r f l y and a species of borer were 
i d e n t i f i e d by an i n s e c t e n t h u s i a s t . Deadly Night­
shade with i t s a t t r a c t i v e red b e r r i e s was an im­
p r e s s i v e f i n d . Some ideas f o r the area were put 
forward by these young n a t u r a l i s t s i n an im­
promptu d i s c u s s i o n i n the grass. 

A d i s p l a y of i n d i v i d u a l c o l l e c t i o n s i s 
planned f o r the end of March.

b e a u t i f u l Common Egret found by members of the 
Cowichan B i r d S o c i e t y at Cowichan Bay i n l a t e 
September. Many of our members t r a v e l l e d to Dun­
can to see and photograph t h i s l o v e l y b i r d , the 
s econd or t h i r d occurrence of the s p e c i e s i n 
the p r o v i n c e . 

Members w i l l be d i s g u s t e d to l e a r n that 
the b i r d was shot by a hunter on the second day 
of the duck-hunting season. S h o r t l y a f t e r the 
b i r d was l a s t seen, one of our members, L e i l a 
Roberts, saw a hunter shoot i n t o the dyke f r e ­
quented by the Egret; a l i t t l e l a t e r the hunter 
was seen c a r r y i n g away a long-necked white b i r d 
that was undoubtedly the E g r e t . Although L e i l a 
gave chase, she was unable to c a t c h the man. 

Thi s r e v o l t i n g and i l l e g a l a c t demonstr­
ates once agai n the need to t i g h t e n up the regu­
l a t i o n s through which h u n t i n g permits are i s s u e d .

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GARDOM LAKE 
By Joan Groves 

About e i g h t miles from Salmon Arm i n the 
midst of woods and farming la n d o f f the highway 
l i e s Gardom Lake. I t i s reed-rimmed i n many p l a ­
ces , and well-wooded, e s p e c i a l l y a l o n g the west 
end. Cottages and farm lands form much of i t s bor­
der. There i s only one r e s o r t , but s t i l l the r e ­
s u l t i n g powerboats s p o i l the t r a n q u i l i t y . S t i l l , 
i n the e a r l y morning a loon's c r y and the d i p of 
a c a n o e i s t ' s paddle may be the only sounds heard. 

B i r d l i f e abounds. In the f i r s t week of 
August, a p a i r of l o o n s , 15 or more Red-necked 
Grebes, v i r e o s , Red and Y e l l o w - s h a f t e d F l i c k e r s , 
E a s t e r n K i n g b i r d s , R e d s t a r t s , f l y c a t c h e r s , and 
many d i f f i c u l t - t o - i d e n t i f y f l e d g l i n g s were to be 
seen. 

I was f o r t u n a t e a f t e r much c a r e f u l watching 
to f i n d , h i g h i n a s i l v e r b i r c h , a f l y c a t c h e r ' s 
nest;: I b e l i e v e i t was a Western Wood Pewee. A 
dead branch was h i s f a v o r i t e perch, and what ap­
peared to be merely a bump on a limb turned out 
to be a nest with three f l e d g l i n g s . 

One o f the parent b i r d s always s tood guard 
on the dead branch. As soon as the other appeared 
w i t h food, o f f flew h i s mate. F i r s t only the f l e d ­
g l i n g s 1 beaks were v i s i b l e , then heads, then the 
most adventurous of the three hopped or l u r c h e d 
onto the edge of the n e s t . F i n a l l y a l l three l e f t 
the nest f o r p e r i o d s , v e n t u r i n g at f i r s t o n l y s i x 
inches or so. G r a d u a l l y t h e i r wings strengthened 
and f i n a l l y they f l e w to nearby branches. They 
u s u a l l y r e t u r n e d to the next i n the evening. The 
l a s t I saw of them they had a l l l e f t the nest but 
were i n the same t r e e . That evening a storm s k i r ­
t e d the area and a breeze sprang up. 

Next morning there was no s i g n of the 
b i r d s , but I hoped they were h i d i n g i n the heavy 
f o l i a g e and that no harm had come to them. I t was 
the morning of our departure a l s o , so there was 
no time to l o o k f o r them. 

I hope my next v i s i t to Gardom Lake w i l l 
be i n the s p r i n g as the area must be r i c h i n 
w i l d f l o w e r s as w e l l as b i r d l i f e T ^
