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THE BIRDS 0T MAZATLAN: 
FIRST IHRRESSIONS

(This article was originally 
written for last winter but 
due to your editor's infall­
ible filing system, it went 
astray. But the Fitch's had 
a copy so here it is - late; 
but better late than never. 

Ed.) 

I t ' s a s t i r r i n g s i g h t to see 20 or so Brown P e l i c a n s 
overhead, a l t e r n a t e l y f l a p p i n g and g l i d i n g i n unison, as 
i f by some secret accord, p a r t i c u l a r l y when you know that 
there are l i t e r a l l y hundreds of other p e l i c a n s i n the area 
For once, concerns about e c o l o g i c a l damage, breeding f a i l ­
ure and endangered species seem remote. 

We enjoyed t h i s experience s e v e r a l times during a 
week i n Mazatlan i n December of 1975. Mazatlan, which 
has become a popular h o l i d a y r e s o r t i n recent years, i s 
a port on the P a c i f i c coast of Mexico, roughly opposite 
the southern t i p of Baja C a l i f o r n i a . We were there p r i ­
m a r i l y to enjoy some sunshine a f t e r that long r a i n y f a l l . 
But of course our b i n o c u l a r s had accompanied us. So had 
two f i r s t - r a t e b i r d i n g guides: Peterson and C h a l i f ' s new 
F i e l d Guide to Mexican B i r d s and Peter Alden's Finding  
the Bird_s_ _in Western Mexico. The l a t t e r contains maps 
of frequented b i r d i n g areas ( i n c l u d i n g Mazatlan i t s e l f ) , 
and c h e c k l i s t s of b i r d s to be seen i n each area.

Satin Flower (Sisyrinchium grandiflorum) 
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On our f i r s t morning, a f t e r the long f l i g h t down, 
we wanted to do nothing but r e l a x on the beach. But 
i t was impossible to ignore the huge, slender-winged, 
s w a l l o w - t a i l e d b i r d s that c i r c l e d high overhead. We 
needed no b i n o c u l a r s to i d e n t i f y Magnificent F r i g a t e -
b i r d s . Back i n V i c t o r i a we had wondered how d i f f i c u l t 
i t would be to add t h i s b i r d to our l i f e l i s t . In f a c t 
i t proved d i f f i c u l t not to f i n d them, except e a r l y i n 
the morning. Again that afternoon i t was a question of 
the b i r d s coming to us. We sat i n the h o t e l grounds and 
watched long-dreamt-of species presenting themselves f o r 
i n s p e c t i o n : G r o o v e - b i l l e d Anis i n abundance, a Blue Gros­
beak, Lesser Goldfinches, G r e a t - t a i l e d Grackles ( f o r t u n ­
a t e l y , f o r i d e n t i f i c a t i o n purposes, hundreds of miles 
from the range of the B o a t - t a i l e d ) , a Hooded O r i o l e , 
G i l a Woodpecker-and T r o p i c a l K i n g b i r d . I t was a long 
time s i n c e our l i s t had made such a leap, w i t h so l i t t l e 
e f f o r t on our p a r t ! 

Much the most productive h a b i t a t f o r b i r d s near 
Mazatlan i s the s e r i e s of lagoons which runs immediately 
behind the c o a s t a l road to the north of town. Here we 
could enjoy a l l manner of e x o t i c d e l i g h t s i n c l u d i n g 
Snowy Egrets, Jacanas, Mangrove Swallows and f l o c k s of 
Black-necked S t i l t s which f l a s h e d i n a b r i l l i a n t b l a c k -
and-white pattern as they flew i n the sun. Sadly most 
of these lagoons are destined to be f i l l e d - i n w i t h i n the 
next few years; but there i s one l a r g e r l a k e , about seven 
miles north of town, which seems l i k e l y to be protected 
by i t s s i z e f o r a l i t t l e l onger. Here our daughter 
A l i s o n (then aged 13 months) pointed i n amazement to a 
P e l i c a n as i t flapped across the road j u s t a few yards 
above our heads. "A wonderful b i r d i s the P e l i c a n ..." 
Around the lagoons there i s much scrubby, weedy h a b i t a t , 
of the s o r t that makes b i r d e r ' s hearts beat a l i t t l e 
f a s t e r . Here the eye was f r e q u e n t l y drawn to V e r m i l i o n 
F l y c a t c h e r s , d a z z l i n g i n t h e i r f l i g h t from one perch to 
another. They seemed q u i t e untroubled by the American 
K e s t r e l s which we o c c a s i o n a l l y saw perched on the wires 
overhead. 

One of the h i g h l i g h t s f o r b i r d e r s i n Mazatlan i s the 
b o a t - t r i p to the Booby Rocks about a m i l e offshore. These 
p r e c i p i t o u s rocks are a dramatic s i g h t , stained white by 
generations of Booby f a m i l i e s . Both the Brown and Blue-
footed species nest on the ledges of these crags. 
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Standing four-square on t h e i r huge f l a t f e e t , they g i v e 
no more than a d i s m i s s i v e glance to the boat passing 30 
feet below them, no doubt applying t h e i r own uncompli­
mentary name to these i n t r u s i v e , s t a r i n g humans. 

Soon our week was over. We were d e l i g h t e d to 
have got to know many new s p e c i e s , and to have renewed 
acquaintance w i t h o l d f r i e n d s such as the Mockingbird 
and Ruddy Duck. On the other hand, we couldn't help 
t h i n k i n g about the ones that got away. Where were you, 
White I b i s and Royal Tern? And couldn't even one Least 
Grebe swim i n t o sight? We were a l s o conscious of the 
p o s s i b i l i t i e s o f f e r e d by Mazatlan as a centre, i f only 
we had more time and energy. The Jungle C r u i s e rfhich 
explores i n a c c e s s i b l e r i v e r s and lagoons to the south 
of town; the chance to see p e l a g i c species on the f e r r y 
c r o s s i n g to La Paz on Baja; the t r i p to San B i a s , 180 
miles south, where over 200 species are r e g u l a r l y found 
on the Christmas count; and the three-hour d r i v e i n l a n d 
to a spot i n the mountains where the Tufted Jay i s said 
to be common and the Golden-browed Warbler abundant. 
Oh w e l l - i t ' s not n e a r l y such fun i f you've seen 
everything ... 

CHRISTMAS EJRV C0UHT - 1976 STYLE

I f f o r no other reason, the Christmas B i r d Count 
held on Saturday, December 18, w i l l be remembered f o r 
i t s weather — j u s t about the most b e a u t i f u l day ever 
experienced on a V i c t o r i a Count. But i t w i l l a l s o be 
remembered f o r a Lapland Longspur, a f i r s t f o r V i c t o r i a 
on a Christmas Count, and f o r the P i e d - b i l l e d Grebe, 
Great Blue Heron, P i n t a i l , European Wigeon, Rock Dove, 
Bush T i t , Golden-crowned K i n g l e t , Townsend's Warbler 
and L i n c o l n ' s Sparrows — a l l of which were recorded 
i n higher numbers than ever before. 

In a l l , 129 species were seen on the Count Day 
w i t h another 5 species — Wood Duck, Golden Eagle, Red 
Phalarope, Cowbird and White-throated Sparrow — seen 
during the Count p e r i o d . These were almost outnumbered 
by the counters themselves. A l i s t of these — plus 
the species seen, by area, f o l l o w s .

BEACH SEINING AT MILL BAY

An apology i s due to members of the V i c t o r i a 
N atural H i s t o r y Society f o r scheduling the Marine 
Biology f i e l d t r i p of December 18 on the same night 
as the annual Christmas B i r d Count. However, we d i d 
choose the lowest t i d e f o r a Saturday night i n December. 
A party of four i n c l u d i n g two V.N.H.S. members were 
rewarded w i t h a c l e a r warm evening and an immensely 
s u c c e s s f u l catch of small f i s h e s . Three hauls of the 
seine y i e l d e d so many small shiner perch (Cymatogaster  
aggregata) that i t was d i f f i c u l t to f i n d the other f i s h 
species i n the nets. We had to hurry i n the examination 
of our l a r g e catch i f we were to re t u r n the f i s h a l i v e 
to the water. A quick estimate i n d i c a t e d about 900 
shiner perch i n each haul f o r a t o t a l of over 2,500. 
We al s o concluded that the number of f i s h i n h a b i t i n g 
the shores of M i l l Bay was almost uncountable. 
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Other species included several hundred tube snouts, 
some male p i p e f i s h with pouches to nurse t h e i r young, 
5 species of sculpins including the a t t r a c t i v e l y c o l ­
oured s i l v e r - s p o t s c u l p i n , two species of sea poachers 
(characterized by armor plating) , two s n a i l f i s h , a few 
sticklebacks and a spiny lumpsucker. Of the commercial 
species caught, there were j u v e n i l e hake, herring, and 
several starry flounders. Although I started the day 
at 7:45 a.m. with six enthusiastic birders p a r t i c i p a t i n g 
i n the Christmas count at Island View Beach, and then 
finished the long t i r i n g day with the evening expedition 
to seine f i s h , t h i s opportunity to study our native 
fauna on such a gorgeous winter day i s c e r t a i n l y a high­
l i g h t of the season. 

OUR FIRST ANNUAL DINNER 

Holyrood House, 2315 Blanshard Street, i s the place 
to be on the night of Tuesday, February 8. For there 
and then w i l l be held the f i r s t of what we hope w i l l be 
many annual dinners of the V i c t o r i a Natural History 
Society. The Society has quite a long h i s t o r y . In i t s 
present form i t has existed without i n t e r r u p t i o n for 33 
years. But there was an e a r l i e r association of lovers of 
birds, bumble-bees, basalts, and buttercups i n V i c t o r i a , 
which was formed as long ago as 1890. However, i t faded 
out i n the early t h i r t i e s , perhaps because i t was a 
stronghold of male chauvinism and admitted no women. 

So far as i s known, these lovers of b i r d s , bumble 
bees, never held an annual dinner — c e r t a i n l y not since 
1944. So t h i s i s an h i s t o r i c occasion and, what's more 
important, a grand opportunity to get to know your 
fellow-members. The bar w i l l be open at 6:00 p.m. and 
dinner-time i s 6:30. Drinks are not included i n the 
price of the dinner, but t h i s i s only $6.00 for a three-
course meal, i n which the main dish w i l l be half a Gallus 
gallus domestieus vernus. So, a l l you b i r d - l o v e r s , come 
and tuck i n , and you bumble-bee-lovers', come and hear 
Dr. Ring t e l l us a l l about bumble-bees and the l i k e i n 
the A r c t i c . If you haven't got your t i c k e t yet, phone 
Vera Guernsey (598-4968) or Dorothy McCann (592-1992). 
We must know i f you are coming before Saturday 5th
